missionary Church, sharing the Gospel with the world. Key verses from
Philippians—1:21 (“For to me, to live is Christ and to die is gain”) and 4:4
(“Rejoice in the Lord always. | will say it again: Rejoice!”)—underscore the
joy and purpose of a life devoted to Christ.

This month, we reflect on Philippians 2:4-5, which calls us to cultivate
the right attitude in our Christian walk—an attitude modeled after Christ
Himself.

Christ’s example teaches us to love and care for others,
helping them experience the joy of a life centered in Him.

Chapter 2 begins with Paul’s exhortation to believers to be of one mind,
united in love, spirit, and purpose. His desire was that his labor in Christ
would not be in vain. The Church is called to be a united body, reflecting
the oneness we have in Him to the world around us.

Paul further encourages the Church to remain faithful to its purpose by
walking in humility and obedience, just as Christ did—keeping in mind
the salvation and eternal destiny of others. When we live in obedience to
Christ, we bring glory, honor, and praise to the Father—demonstrating
that we are truly one in Him.
